Hilliard Davidson High School Orchestras

2016-2017

The Hilliard Orchestra Program has traditionally been one of the top orchestra programs in the state of Ohio. To continue this tradition of excellence both musically and behaviorally, certain rules and guidelines must be maintained. The following paragraphs serve as a guideline to the most common situations we, as a group, have questions about.

Attendance

Attendance will be the same as standard school policy with the following exceptions: 

1.Students will be in their assigned place ready to tune by 4 minutes after the 2nd bell rings. Their instrument and music will be out and ready to use.

2.Students who are tardy to class more than 3 times in one grading period may be subject to disciplinary action by an office administrator.

3.If a student misses a preplanned evening rehearsal or performance with no emergency or extenuating circumstance excuse given, they will lose 41% of their grade points.  Conflicts involving major sports or drama activities may be worked out between the coaches and teachers without penalty if written notice of the conflict is received at least one week in advance.

Behavioral Expectations 

All School Rules in effect for the 2016-17 school year will be in place for all orchestra activities. These rules will apply for all in and out of class activities. It is important that you are aware of the Drug, Alcohol and Tobacco guidelines for all extra and co-curricular activities.  In addition to the school rules, any activity or behavior that occurs during an orchestra function that one of the teachers considers to be a flagrant disregard for the well being of the orchestra can lead to removal from the group.

There will be a set of grade deductions accounting for up to 24 points for various behaviors as follows:

These and all other attendance rule violations will be tabulated on a daily point deduction sheet. 

Challenges and Seating

Challenges or Seatings will occur four times during the school year.  A person may challenge any one person in their section who is seated up to 5 chairs ahead of them. It is important that, if you are challenging a person, you sign up on the challenge sheet AND notify the person being challenged. The material for the challenges will be selected from pieces we are working on at that time. All challenges will be done live. If you do not challenge or get challenged, you will be expected to turn in a tape over the same challenge material, which will serve as a test grade in place of the challenge.  The tape must have all the required material attempted at a tempo within 5 metronome markings of the performance tempo. Reasonable intonation, rhythm, style, dynamics and tone as determined by the teacher must be demonstrated in the performance.

Initial seating will take place via live audition during the second week of school. There will be one complete reseating at the semester change.  The complete seating and challenge dates are as follows:

Out of school orchestra related activities

String Band: The String Band will be made up of people who successfully audition for the group by means of audition.  Interested students must indicate they are interested in being in String Band by the end of the first week of school.

String Band usually rehearses on Wednesdays after school for 2 to 3 hours. It is crucial to attend rehearsals, as it is a small group where everyone is extremely important at all times.

Flex credit through the ILC is available for participation in String Band. If you are interested in getting flex credit, please inform Mr. Sholl upon your acceptance into the group.
String Quartets: There will be a group of select members who will make up the String Quartets. Membership in these groups will be determined by seating in the previous years orchestra. The members of this group will have the opportunity to perform at numerous functions in and out of school. A high degree of commitment, professionalism and musicianship is expected from every member of the group. Failure to maintain these standards will result in immediate replacement.

Practice-Although no practice reports are required, a student must turn in a practice log, signed by a parent showing their practice time over a nine week period in order to receive an A+. The expectations go as follows: Concert-9+ hours per quarter. Symphony-12+ hours per quarter. Chamber-15+ hours per quarter.

Skills Development-In order to play the music we play, at the level we play it, there is a need for some people to develop new skills on their instrument (i.e.3rd pos. 5th pos. spicatto, vibrato etc...) If you are unable to demonstrate a needed skill, we will on occasion have some of you work on various skill developments with one of the instructors in an individual or small group setting. 

Assistant Directors and Coaches-There will be one regular assistant director, three part-time assistant directors who are to be treated with the same respect of any other teacher in the building. Failure to do so could result in a parental meeting, and removal from the class.

Uniform- There is an orchestra uniform consisting of a black tuxedo for boys and an all black dress or skirt/slacks and top for girls. The tuxedo fee is $40.00 with check made payable to HILLIARD MUSIC BOOSTERS for all students unless they provide the uniform themselves.  If a student is providing their own uniform, it must be approved by one of the directors before the first performance.  Unlike previous years, we will be in uniform for the first concert.

Officers-


President-The President is elected by the members of the orchestra.  The President should be a Senior with at least two years of membership in the group.  It is the job of the President to preside, organize and follow through on all meetings and their agenda items. OFFICER MEETINGS WILL OCCUR OUTSIDE OF CLASS TIME. NO CLASS TIME SHOULD EVER BE SPENT IN OFFICER MEETINGS! The President must maintain open lines of communication with all of the other officers and the directors. It is the job of the President to organize and run all social activities. The President will enact no activities without director approval. The President should be prepared to demonstrate ideal membership in the group and should be willing to volunteer for, and help lead some in and out of class activities. There will also be a Concert Orchestra President.


Vice-President-The Vice-President is elected by the members of the orchestra.  The Vice-President is expected to do all of the activities of the president, and must be willing to support the President in any way the President sees fit.  In the event the President is no longer able to hold office, the Vice-President is automatically assigned to the President position, and the orchestra members will elect a new Vice-President. There will also be a Concert Orchestra Vice-President.


Secretary-The Secretary is elected by the members of the orchestra. The Secretary is expected to attend all of the activities sponsored by the officers and/or the orchestra and keep record of them. They will also be responsible for assisting with classroom attendance. In the event the assistant directors are unable to take attendance on any given day, the secretary will be responsible to see that the attendance is recorded.  The Secretary is also responsible for publicity of orchestra activities. 


Treasurer-The Treasurer is elected by the members of the orchestra. The Treasurer is expected to attend all of the activities sponsored by the officers and/or the orchestra and keep track of all financial records involved with them.  They must maintain open lines of communication with all directors, and fund raising chairs. The Treasurer must constantly seek out information regarding the financial aspects of the group, and keep accurate and readily available records thereof.


Librarian-The Librarian will be appointed by the Orchestra Director. The Librarian will be responsible for establishing and maintaining an orderly orchestra music library.  The Librarian will need to work on the library outside of the school day when possible, although many of their responsibilities obviously must occur during class. The Librarian will be responsible for the collecting of and distribution of music in the orchestra.
